How To Get Here By Bus: 
 
National Express coaches will drop passengers at the Quadrant Bus Station in the city centre. 
The purple bendy bus departs from the Quadrant at approximately 15 minute intervals. This bus 
will bring you onto campus (via the hospital).  A single ticket is approximately £1.50 and a return 
ticket £3.00.  Buses return from campus to the city centre at regular intervals.
